Dear Community Partner,

Women building better communities.  That's the Junior League of Summit (JLS).  We have been the driving force behind the types of initiatives and institutions that make our community a healthier, more vital place to live. The Junior League of Summit (JLS) entertains two levels of funding requests:

· Focus Community Grants are requests for $1000 or less.  
These grants will be awarded by March 2010. 
· Impact Community Grants are requests for more than $1000.  
While there is no predetermined individual grant request cap, the grant fund is limited.  We will consider partial funding of projects.  These grants will be awarded by June 2010.

Requirements:  All Community Grant requests must meet the following criteria:

1. Requesting organizations must provide documentation of 501 (c)(3) status.

2. In addition to our continued commitment to award grants that help “Build the Next Generation”, this year we are focusing on  “Connecting and Protecting Generation TXT:  Promoting the safe and inventive uses of technology”.   We encourage the submission of applications promoting safe and inventive uses of technology by youth.
3. Organizations are limited to one grant during a fiscal year.  Priority in grants will be given to organizations who have not received a grant in the previous year.

4. Funds are not available for individual scholarships or endowment funds.

5. Funds are not available for general operating expenses (including salary, overhead, and rent) of established ongoing programs, except in instances when the ongoing program is related to “Connecting and Protecting Generation TXT”.
6. Funds are available for equipment only when the equipment will be used by volunteers, in support of a volunteer program, or in support of a “Connecting and Protecting Generation TXT” initiative.
Criteria:  Grants awarded by the Junior League of Summit are intended to:

1. Effect positive community change.

2. Provide seed money for start-up programs and projects.

3. Promote voluntarism.

4. Promote, when appropriate, collaboration among community groups.

5. Support organizations whose volunteers include JLS members.
